screaming at the top of her
lungs and then finally shouting,
“BUT HE’S LIVING WITH A

JEW!” | looked over at the
other side of the desk, and
Sheila Grant’s eyes opened

VERY wide. Behind her was a
law student doing some filing
and her eyes also opened VERY
wide. All I thought to myself
was “we’ve struck a nerve,” and
| said the smartest thing that I
would say all day, “I think we
need some deputies.”

Ms. Grant immediately
agreed with me and called the
Sheriff’s office requesting two
deputies to take custody of the
child. I then suggested that | go
out to the hallway to identify
the daughter in order to make it
easier for the deputies.

No sooner did | get out to the
hallway when | heard a loud
bang behind me and the next
thing | knew, the wife was
coming out of Ms. Grant’s
office shouting, “My baby, my
baby.” Ms. Grant was right
behind her shouting, “We need
more deputies,” and my client
was right behind her.

Immediately, four deputies
came down the hall of the
Nassau Family Court and got
into a knockdown drag-out fight
with the wife and her mother,
with the child crying frantically
the whole time. You can guess
the result of that entanglement.
The child was taken into
custody by the deputies.

Shortly thereafter, an
attorney was appointed for the
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wife . . . a JEWISH attorney.
She was then brought before a
judge of the Family Court . . .
a JEWISH judge. The
handwriting was obviously on
the wall.

The judge told the wife that
she had to voluntarily sign
papers permitting the child to
go back with the husband to
New Jersey or she would be
GOING TO JAIL!! She very
quickly realized that she had
no choice and signed the
papers.

My client was very pleased
and he and his daughter
returned to New Jersey.

When | returned to my
office, my partner advised me
that the Family Court judge in
New Jersey had known about
our client’s non-marital living
arrangements. The couple was
living together in a beautiful
four bedroom home in a
beautiful neighborhood in
Marlboro, New Jersey, with a
backyard, with other children
his daughter’s age in the
home, with a wonderful school
system and children her own
age in the neighborhood. As
the New Jersey judge put it,
“If 1 have a choice between
that and the mentally impaired
parent, there is no question
what my decision will be.”

But the story didn’t end
there.

One year later, our client
married his Jewish live-in
girlfriend who, Dby absolute
coincidence, had also been our
client a number of vyears

earlier. My partner and |
attended the ceremony (it is the
only mixed marriage that | have
ever attended) and we were
publicly introduced as the cause
of this marriage as we had
represented both the bride and
the groom in their respective
divorces!

What finally got me,
however, was when | saw who
the photographer of the
wedding was. IT WAS OUR
CLIENT’S EX-WIFE! THE
ONE W H O HAD
KIDNAPPED THEIR
DAUGHTER!!! | almost fell
over.

Apparently in the intervening
year, the wife had gotten better
medication and had reconciled
herself to the living situation.
She had come to her senses (all

puns intended), made peace
with her ex-husband and
actually wvolunteered to

photograph the wedding.

My partner and | saw her and
burst out laughing. It was the
most bizarre ending to one of
the most incredible moments in
my legal career. If | hadn’t been
there and witnessed it myself, |
wouldn’t have believed it.

The only lesson that | could
come up with from this story in
regard to the joy of Judaism, is
- it pays to be Jewish in Nassau
County, New York. What can |
say! Even today | chuckle about
it when 1 recall it.

Have a good month and look for
the Joy of Judaism!
