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WHAT'S COOKING IN YOUR KITCHEN? 
Not only did spring come quickly this year, it seems like summer is right on its tail. Today was 
really hot. We worked in our garden and got fans out of storage. We are not giving in to the air 
conditioning just yet. You can be sure of one thing; the topic of conversation was what to grill 
for dinner. I love giving the kitchen a rest and I love the rest I get when my husband grills. I 
really feel like he is the chef. 
  
Last year I did a recipe for fresh fish on the grill. What I like so much about doing dinners that 
are in packets and grilled is they can be prepared ahead of time. The cleanup is easier, 
especially because we have an electric grill. I hope you will try this recipe as it can be a 
complete meal with a salad and it will be ready to be grilled when you are ready to eat if you 

make these packets up to 24 hours in advance. 
 

Grilled Meat Loaf Meal Packets 
Ingredients 

1 1/2 lb. lean ground beef 
1 package (1 oz) kosher Lipton onion soup/dip mix from the 2 oz box 
3/4 cup non-dairy creamer 
1/2 cup plain bread crumbs 
1/3 cup ketchup 
3 cups cut up carrot (thin slices are nice) 
        Thin slices cook faster! 
1 lb. fresh new potatoes, cut into wedges (partially cook them for 5/6 minutes in microwave) 

 

Directions 
Preheat grill. Cut six sheets (18 x 10) of heavy-duty foil and spray with kosher cooking spray.  
In medium bowl, mix beef, dry soup mix, egg, non-dairy creamer and bread crumbs.  
Shape into six loaves *4 x 2 1/2 x 1 inch. Place 1 loaf on each foil sheet, top each with about 1 tablespoon of ketchup.  
Place 1/2 cup of potatoes and 1/2 cup carrots around each loaf. 
Bring up two sides of foil so edges meet. Seal edges making a tight 1/2 inch fold.  
Fold again allowing space for heat to circulate and expansion to occur. Fold other sides to seal. 
Place the packets on grill.  
Cover grill, cook over medium heat for 25-30 minutes rotating packets 1/2 turn after 15 minutes.  
Cook until vegetables are tender and meat thermometer inserted in center of loaves reads 180 degrees F.  
To serve cut a large X across top of each packet, carefully fold foil back to allow steam to escape.  
Parsley is a nice garnish. 

 

A nice salad to accompany this meatloaf dinner is as follows:  Only, this recipe will call for you to turn on your oven  

 
 

Roasted Asparagus, Strawberry, Walnut Salad 
Ingredients 

1 lb fresh asparagus, tough ends snapped off and cut into 1" pieces 
1 Tablespoon olive oil 
1 package (10 oz.) fresh spinach, torn into bite sized pieces (or use baby spinach) 
1 pint hulled and sliced strawberries 
1/2 cup toasted walnuts, coarsely chopped 
 

Dressing: 
1/2 cup vegetable oil (olive oil could be used) 
1/4 cup raspberry vinegar 
1 teaspoon sugar (or substitute) 
1/2 teaspoon salt (of which I usually do not add, who needs extra salt) 

  

Directions 
Preheat oven to 400. Line pan with foil.  
Toss asparagus with olive oil and arrange on pan in a single layer. Roast until crisp tender, about 15 minutes.  
Remove from oven and cool to room temperature.  
Meanwhile, mix spinach, strawberries and walnuts in a salad large bowl.  
Whisk dressing ingredients together. Add all ingredients together in salad bowl and toss.  
Serve immediately. Serves 6-8, which is perfect with the meatloaf packets.

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Deconstructing Life: Not All Black and White 
By Rabbi Steven Saks 

A Lesson from Sefer Bamidbar 
(The Book of Numbers) 

P o l i t i c i a n s  c o m m o n l y 
complain that a statement, or 
even a single word, they uttered 
"was taken out of context." It is a 
complaint we will hear many 
times as the November midterm 
elections draw closer. Likewise, 
the name of the Torah portion, 
Parshat Bamidbar, can certainly 
be taken out of context.  

Bamidbar opens by telling us 
"G-d spoke to Moses in the 
Wilderness of Sinai." 

Thereby, we see that the 
Israelites were in the wilderness. 
The word "wilderness" -- when 
taken out of context -- has a very 
ominous sound. You tend to 
think of it as a place of 
emptiness, where you might very 
well be lost and cut off from the 
outside world. The wilderness is 
a place of danger. 

A superficial reading of the 
events that occurred in the 
wilderness supports the idea that 
it is a place of danger. The Book 
of Numbers is full of catastrophic 
events that the Israelites brought 
upon themselves. 

In Parshat Shelach, twelve 
spies were sent to the land of 
Canaan. Ten of the 12 returned 
to the Israelite camp with a 
negative report, thus leading the 
people to suggest retreat to 
Egypt, the land of bondage. The 
Israelites were only saved from 
extermination through the 
intervention of Moses, but G-d 
decreed that this generation - the 
generation of the Exodus - will 

die in the desert. 

Moses and Aaron were also 
barred from entering the 
Promised Land when they 
failed to sanctify G-d's name in 
P a r s h a t  C h u k a t .  G - d 
commanded Moses to sanctify 
His name by speaking to the 
rock and bringing forth water 
from it.  Instead, Moses lost his 
temper and struck the rock 
twice. 

Of course, in Parshat 
Korach, there was also the 
rebellion of Korach. Dathan and 
Abiram challenged the divinely 
ordained leadership of Moses 
and Aaron. The rebellion was 
put down, but only after 14,000 
Israelites died. 

Bamidbar’s "wilderness"  
seems to be a place of disaster. 
If we look at the events in the 
context of the rest of the Torah, 
the picture is not quite as bleak. 
Though the generation of the 
Exodus perishes in the 
wilderness, their children do 
enter the Promised Land. 

In other words, the Children 
of Israel lived on to fight 
another day. Under the 
leadership of Moses' successor, 
Joshua, the Israelites were 
provided with the youthful, 
energetic leadership which was 
needed for the eventual 
conquest of Canaan. 

 

The Big Picture  

The peaceful transition of 
leadership between Moses and 
Joshua was able to take place 
because the rebellion of Korach 

was put down, demonstrating 
that G-d's chosen leaders were 
beyond challenge. 

The precedent of a peaceful 
transition of power is a key 
element for national survival. The 
Northern Kingdom of Israel failed 
to survive, in part, because it was 
shaken by constant insurrections, 
which destabilized the kingdom's 
leadership at a time of foreign 
threat, when strong leadership 
was most needed. On the other 
hand, the Southern Kingdom of 
Judah survived even in exile, 
partly due to the stability of its 
leadership. 

It is tempting to analyze (and 
over-analyze) each event -- big 
or small -- that takes place in our 
lives. Moreover, if we take each 
thing separately and divorce it 
from the narrative of our lives, 
every event becomes magnified. 
If the event is negative, it 
devastates us. What is the 
solution to this basic human 
tendency? 

By viewing individual events 
within the context of our lifelong 
narrative, we are able to see the 
big picture and realize that things 
are not as bad as they appear at 
a n y  p a r t i c u l a r  m o m e n t . 
Moreover, if we look closely 
enough, we can see the hand of 
G-d operating in our lives -- just 
as it operated in the lives of our 
ancestors when they lived in the 
wilderness.

For many years, at Rosh Hashanah, we honor AKSE members who consistently 
devote many hours of their personal time to do the vital tasks, which are necessary 
to maintain our synagogue operation. Without our dedicated volunteers, Adas 
Kodesch could not survive. 

 

There is another group of AKSE members, who have not been recognized, who deserve recognition. They are 
the loyal members who regularly purchase supermarket gift cards. Even though there may be some 
inconvenience, such as bad weather or a long driving distance, they recognize the need to raise funds for the 
synagogue and they make the time and effort to obtain them.

As we have stated many times, there is no cost to buying gift cards. You pay $100 and you get $100 to use in 
any supermarket or in Walgreens. The synagogue earns 4 to 5% on your purchase, but only 1 to 2% if you pay 
by credit card.  
 

To those members who use a credit card, please consider paying by check instead and save the 
synagogue the expense of a bank service charge of 3% of your purchase. 
 

This fiscal year, we will earn a net profit on the gift card program of only $6,000. We have the potential to earn 
much more if additional members participate. As I am sure you are aware, the synagogue is experiencing 
operating deficits. The members noted above represent only 10% of our membership. If just 50% of our 
members bought regularly, our annual deficits could come close to being eliminated. Isn’t that an important goal, 
to have a financially sound synagogue? It can be done - WITH YOUR HELP.

THE JOY OF JUDAISM 

Every so often, I am approached 
by a family at AKSE who asks me 
what it is like to be observant and to 
deal with my own non-observant 
family. I must admit that sometimes 
it is not easy. Even in my own 
family, which has become used to 
my being observant, differences 
occasionally arise, for example, 
when dealing with non-Kosher Bar 
or Bat Mitzvah receptions, when 
asked to take an aliyah at a Bar or 
Bat Mitzvah in an egalitarian 
service, etc. 

This week, however, I faced an 
amusing problem caused by my 
father. For our entire lifetimes, my 
siblings and I have been told that 
our father’s Hebrew name was 
Moshe Avram. According to my 
father, when he was a young child 
he became extremely ill and in 
accordance with Jewish custom, he 
received the additional name of 
Avram to fool the Malach Hamoves 
(Angel of Death). 

As a result, my siblings and I 
have consistently used that name for 
our Ketubahs and I, of course, have 
used that as part of my Hebrew 
name when I sign other Ketubahs as 
a witness or when I sign Conversion 
Certificates. It is also on my aliyah 
card at AKSE. 

This past Sunday, however, I 
got a surprise. Arleen and I were 
visiting my parents for Mother’s 
Day and, for the very first time, I 
saw my parents’ Ketubah. When I 
looked at it, I was shocked. Dad’s 

name was stated on the Ketubah, 
not as Moshe Avram, but as 
Avraham Moshe! When I 
questioned him, I was told that the 
correct order was Avram Moshe 
and that Moshe had been placed 
second to hide behind Avraham; 
although he insisted that his name 
was Avram Moshe and not 
Avraham Moshe. 

As a result, my brother and I 
decided to check our Bris 
certificates and we found that our 
father’s name was Moshe 
Avraham. If you can do the math, 
this means that based on the 
documents that we have and on my 
father’s past and present oral 
statements, my father has four 
different names:  1] Moshe Avram, 
2] Moshe Avraham, 3] Avram 
Moshe, and 4] Avraham Moshe. 
OY! I started to have an identity 
crisis. I began to worry about the 
many documents I have signed 
with, what may be, the wrong 
name. 

Fortunately, I did some 
research and consulted some rabbis 
including a major judge of Jewish 
law, Rabbi Gedalia Schwartz, the 
head of the Beit Din of the Chicago 
Rabbinical Council. I have been 
assured, thank G-d, that all 
documents signed in the past are 
fine and do not need to be 
corrected. Could you imagine what 
it would have been like if I had to 
track down all incorrectly signed 
documents? 

With regard to the future, Rabbi 
Schwartz said that I should use my 
father’s correct name. But which 
one was correct? After researching 
the procedure for giving an 
additional name to someone who is 
ill and the names that were generally 
given, (without going into detail) the 
logical conclusion was that my 
father’s actual name was #4, 
Avraham Moshe. How ironic it is 
that my parents’ Ketubah is correct 
and my siblings and mine are not! 
Thankfully we do not have to do 
anything about it. So now, for the 
FOURTH time, I am going to have 
to have my aliyah card changed. 
Sorry, Sam. 

Thus, my lesson for this month 
is, "Find out your Hebrew name and 
also that of your parents.” Many  
people think that this is unimportant, 
but there are many times when there 
is a great need to know those names. 
Examples are when taking an aliyah, 
when naming a baby, when filling 
out a Ketubah, when saying a Mi 
Sheberach for someone who is ill, 
when saying Yizkor or when putting 
the name on someone’s gravestone. 
Too many times, I have seen 
families with no idea about their 
loved one’s Hebrew name and, 
sadly, had to omit it. That should not 
be. We should proud of our Hebrew 
names and make sure that our 
children and grandchildren know it. 

Have a good month and look for the 
Joy of Judaism!
